Installation process

(Fig.2) Measure 885mm from corner to outer wall and mount wall channels to the wall. Drill 6mm holes into tiles,
making use of supplied screws and wall plugs. Ensure channels are level by making use of spirit level. Be
sure not to drill into water pipes.



2. (Fig.3) Assemble shower frame by screwing glass aluminum profiles into top
and bottom rounded profiles. (Fig.4). Fixed glass panels can now be slided
into glass profiles, and fix the fixed glass panels with supplier small plastic
parts and screws.

3. Now your assembled frame must be inserted into the mounted wall channels.
These channels act as compensators form unplumb walls. Ensure that the frame

is now level and plumb. To secure frame to wall channels use supplied drill bit
and drill through the glass profiles into the wall channels. Use provided screws and
chrome decorative covers to secure frame work.

4. Insert top and bottom wheel sets into sliding glass panels, ensure
that spring loaded wheels at the bottom.These sliding glass panels
must now be clipped into the rounded aluminum channels. Clip in
top wheels first, then press down bottom wheels and clip into lower
rounded profile.

5. Secure door handles onto sliding glass panels.

6. Magnetic rubber seals can now be fitted onto sliding glass panels.
Make use of star screwdriver to adjust top wheel sets to ensure
magnetic seals meet properly.

7. Rubber sweeps must be fitted to fixed glass panels, to seal gap
between fixed panels and sliding glass panels.

8. Thin rubber seals must now be pressed between fixed glass
panels and aluminum frame, this ensure no leakage from glass. Fig.3

9. The shower enclosure can now be sealed with a silicone sealant.

Please do not use shower enclosure until the sealant has dried completely.
